2. Duncannon Appalachian Trail Festival – Brynn and I attended this event.  It was 

the second year KTA was represented.  Also attending were KTA members: 

SATC, Horseshoe Trail, MCM, York Hiking Club, and ATC. 

 

3. Inventory/Maps – This past year we had to reorder the PA AT guide, AT Maps 1-

6 and AT Maps 7&8.  Patches added have included the Black Forest Trail, and 

the Laurel Highlands Trail.  A limited number of Purple Lizard maps (Moshannon, 

Bald Eagle, Raystown, Rothrock, and Pine Creek are being offered for sale. We 

are selling hiking the Susquehannock Trail as well.
