At the January 4, 2020 Board meeting the
Board established the Keystone Trails En-
dowment fund with the Community Foun-
dation for the Twin Tiers. The Board voted
to invest an initial $100,507 of the contribu-
tions from the Richard Heimenz Estate be-
queathed to KTA into the endowment fund.
